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It is hoped to complete the displays on the walls of the Lounge
with a likeness of Spencer Roane, anothar early alumnus of the Law
School who was John Marshall's great constitutional adversary in
the early nineteenth century; also it is planned to have a photo-
copy of the issue of the Virginia Gazette for Dacember, 1779 which
carried the details of the action of thsz Board of Visitors creat-
ing the original chair of law.

Another display in the Lounge is the Latin greeting from Oxford
University, the seat of the first chair of common law in England,
occupied by William Blackstone, to William and Mary, the secat of
the first such chair in America, at the time of the Marshall-Wythe-
Blackstone ceremonies in 1955.

A final feature of the Lounge to bz noted is the replica of the
Royal Mace, presented to the Commnonwealth of Virginia in 1965 as
part of the observance of the 750th anniversary of Magna Carta. The
mace, and the pictorial history of the development of constitutional
and parliamentary institutions in FEngland, were exhibited at the New
World Pavilion at Jamestown during the anniversary year. They were
then given to the Law School for permanent display. The pictorial
history will be found on the second floor of the building.

The Law Library

various representations are planned for ultimate display in the Law
Library, but unfortunately they could not be made ready in time for
the present weekend. An unusual color representation of the "law"
window from the Washington Cath=2dral -~- depicting Moses, Solon and
Justinian as lawgivers of antiquity -- has been offered as a gift.
A largescale reproduction of the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights is also being framesd for display here.

Newcomers to the Law Library will be interested in the main reading
room on the first floor, with the Tax Library at the east end and
the Library Director's office and Reference Room at the west end. On
the ground floor are the office of the Assistant Law Librarian, the
microfilm room and various technical processsing facilities,

Second Floor Facilities

The 1965 pictorial exhibit on the development of British constitu-
tional and parliamentary institutions hangs in the main hallway of
the second floor. In addition to ten faculty offices and four class-
rooms (on two levels), this floor will also have a Faculty Library
and a seminar room.
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Third Floor Facilities

Oon the third floor are four more faculty offices, a suite of rooms
for the William and Mary Law Review, an office for the Student Bar
Association and the two legal fraternities, Phi Alpha Delta and
Phi Delta Phi, and a student lounge,

Another gift, to be announced this afternoon, will provide a set

of likenesses of the Chief Justices of Virginia, from colonial times
to the present, which will hang in the main hallway of the third
floor.
